LAKE BOLSENA:
A landscape of unspoiled countryside, olive groves and tall
slender cypress trees. Bolsena came to fame in 1263 with the
“Eucharistic Miracle”, when, during the consecration of the
host, blood gushed out from the host staining the altar and the
stone steps at the base of the altar.

FLORENCE:
Set in the Italian region of Tuscany, on the banks of the river
Arno, Florence is a city abounding with history and architecture
with some fabulous sites. Florence is also one of the world’s
greatest Art Cities, a perfect environment for art lovers.
The galleries house some of the finest collections of paintings
by masters such as Michelangelo - Leonardo da Vinci - Botticelli
-Raphael - Donatello and many others famous artists.
The best way to see Florence is to wander around the narrow
cobbled streets, so sensible shoes are recommended.
